After discussion in Committee which included the Correspondence received, Cllr Abbey suspended standing orders for members of the public to put forward their views.  The Play Frame structure was largely objected to because of its height which gives unrestricted viewing into many of the surrounding properties, it was likened to a ‘watchtower’.  The structure does not comply with RBC’s GP2 Design and Amenity criteria or the Rushcliffe Design Guide Supplementary Planning Document March 2009.

Conservation Area
Following a meeting on 2nd February  Cllr Abbey informed Committee the proposed Extension of the Conservation Area would go to Full Council and would include a request for listing of several properties 
It was suggested that the request for listing should come from the Keyworth and District Local History Society (KDLHS).

There was also a request to Parish Council to send a strongly worded letter to Cllr John Cottee expressing disappointment at the way the CC has acted within the Conservation Area relating specifically to repainting the roads with standard double yellow lines instead of the less obtrusive lines specifically designed for CAs, as promised by a CC officer.  Erecting unnecessary No Parking signs at environmentally sensitive positions, without consultation with the PC  and finally removing a memorial seat from outside “Village Hair” without proper consultation with the PC and Local History Society, who paid for the seat in honour of its founders (as indicated on the plaque attached to the seat).
