Church Drive Parking

A meeting of Church Drive residents took place at the beginning of January to discuss the continuing parking problems which are affecting users of the Leisure Centre and Library and the customers of the local shops. Annual Precept 2007/8

Next month you will be receiving details of the Parish Council’s spending plans for next year and the associated precept, i.e. that part of your council tax which is paid over to the Parish Council.   We are intending to restrict capital expenditure in the coming year as we have no wish to increase the precept above inflation.  We also have limited financial reserves to draw on having spent a lot this year on the village hall extension.  All of this will be discussed in more detail at the Annual Parish Meeting (see below).

Streetwise

In January the Amenities Committee had a useful meeting with Streetwise, the Rushcliffe Borough Council department which looks after street cleaning and associated maintenance.  This is now done on an ad hoc basis, i.e. streets are only cleaned when there is a need, not routinely. From all we’ve seen it’s a very good service but it needs your support both in keeping litter to a minimum and in reporting problems  (by phone on 981 9911 or via the web site www.rushcliffe.gov.uk/streetwise).  Please note that the Streetwise staff now have the power to issue fixed penalty notices to anyone seen dropping litter!
