1 Letter re date for planning appeal for Wright’s Garage – Cllrs Mrs Chmara and Mrs Price attended the meeting on 23 November 2007 – Cllr Mrs Chmara produced a document that she had collected at the meeting, this will  be photocopied and circulated.

3 Copy of letter from Colin Carr to Planning Office, outlining his concerns re planning application 07/02121/FUL – 6 Wysall Lane.

4 Letter from Notts County Council re Building Better Communities (BBC). – Cllr Mrs Abbey explained that the Parish Council did apply for some enhancement in Keyworth Square some two years ago, asking for grounding of wires across the Square with replacement of lights instead of the basic lights , but this was unsuccessful.  Since then, NCC/BBC have been looking at items such as those required at Keyworth.

Observations: 

Nature of parking space design – 1500 deep wall at house end – out of keeping 

with Conservation Area status, visually detrimental in Conservation Area, double yellow lines outside, blind sharp bend – ingress and egress from parking bay will be a danger to other road users.

Conservatory – no plan/elevation with dimensions provided.  Concern at encroachment on right of way (at rear of No.6) for residents of No.4 to access the rear of their property.  More information needed as to size and design.  Party wall elevation – windowless – overshadowing of side windows downstairs of No.4’s, only kitchen window.

Loft – rear roof lights preferred to blend in with Conservation Area and proximity of listed building to rear (framework knitters workshop), so as not to detract from this historic building.

More information on ground floor extra-conversion close to corner, double yellow lines, parking space at front not deep enough.  No indication of style of decorative railings.

Two residents left the meeting at this point

The following proposed plan was discussed by the committee; concern was raised regarding materials that were to be used in the building process.  It was felt that, although this type of housing was required in Keyworth, it would be in the wrong area.

The meeting was suspended so that residents could comment

· Residents were concerned that this proposed building would not be in keeping with the existing cottages.

· A resident pointed that the drawing did not represent the position of the building and he was greatly concerned about the increased traffic in the already congested Blind Lane.

Observations: Materials to be used – plate glass and metal, not in keeping 

with existing cottages and Conservation Area.

Drainage problem – if site is dug out, exacerbation of flooding possibilities.

The lyas wall is a feature of the Conservation Area and should be retained.

Parking and traffic problems exacerbated – access would be a problem – bins position not practical and further problems would occur if emergency vehicles required access to the Lane.

Concern was raised that the grass verge would be taken as part of the site. Loss of amenity to neighbours from upstairs balconies – overpowering from high point.
