Council Vacancies

a) New Member – Declaration of Acceptance of Office

Cllr Mrs Gweneth Cane, newly co-opted, signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office.

b) New Vacancy 
· The Clerk confirmed that the vacancy resulting from the resignation of Cllr Evans would be advertised in the February edition of the Keyworth News.

· Cllr Kemmer commented that some of the unsuccessful applicants for the previous vacancy were likely, and were indeed welcome, to re-apply.

· AGREED that the interview panel should comprise Cllrs Kemmer, Grice and Mrs Abbey.

c) Vacancies on Advisory Committees 
· NOTED that Cllr Grant is no longer a member of the Amenities advisory committee.

· AGREED that Cllr Mrs Cane should serve on the Burial Ground advisory committee.

d) Vacancy on F & G P Committee  
AGREED that Cllr Mrs Chmara should replace the recently resigned Cllr Evans on the Finance & General Purposes committee.

e) Vacancy on Platt Lane JMC  - 
AGREED that Cllr Grant should replace Cllr Evans as one of the three Parish Council representatives on Platt Lane JMC.

Matters Arising

· Minute 09/7874 – Disclosure of Councillor Contact details – Only eight replies had been received by Cllr Heeley so far.

· Minute 09/7875 – Covenant -  Cllr Kemmer and John Dring (KPFA) were due to meet the Rev Jim Wellington on 20.1.09; letters would need to be sent to residents.

· Minute 09/7876 – Cllr Grice reported on the carpeting in the Centenary Lounge: no final decision had made at this stage; the consultation with hirers had proved inconclusive.

· Minute 09/7879 – Cllr Kemmer reported that he had consulted the Borough Solicitor regarding the points raised by Mr Buckby, and that the situation was not straightforward; he would write to Mr Buckby in due course.

Finance

a) Schedule of Payments/Reimbursements

A schedule of payments and reimbursements, circulated prior to the meeting, was APPROVED; see Appendix 1.

b) Finance & General Purposes Minutes dated 8.12.08

· Cllr Kemmer moved the adoption of the report dated 8.12.08; the report was seconded by Cllr Barton. The report was  ADOPTED and the recommendations contained therein APPROVED.

· Cllr Kemmer reported that, as regards the proposed development of Nottingham Road play area, Notts. County Council had now given its consent, and the legal agreement between the Parish Council and Rushcliffe Borough Council would soon be completed whereupon an order could be placed.

c)  Finance & General Purposes Minutes dated 5.1.09

· Cllr Grice moved the adoption of the report dated 5.1.09; seconded by Cllr Erwin. The report was ADOPTED and the recommendations contained therein APPROVED.

· AGREED that the next Finance & General Purposes meeting should take place on 2.2.09, and the Planning Meeting should be switched to 9.2.09.

d) Budget 2009/10  

· The 2009/10 budget, already agreed provisionally by the Finance & General Purposes committee, had been circulated prior to the meeting.

· The Clerk drew attention to the margin left over for capital/additional expenditure after allowing for net revenue expenditure, and commented that this was a much tighter budget than in future years.

· After due consideration, the budget was APPROVED – see Appendix 2.

e) Reserves Policy
· The recommendation of the Finance & General Purposes that minimum reserves of £75k should be maintained was APPROVED.

· The Clerk mentioned a newspaper article [circulated to Finance & General Purposes members] regarding a Town Council in Norfolk which had bankrupted itself by running its reserves too low; he suggested that this was a prime example of why adequate reserves do need to be maintained.

f) Precept 2009/10 
AGREED that the precept should be reduced from £183,800 to £178,504 as       

             per the budget, this being equivalent to a reduction of £2 in the Parish Council       

             element of the council tax for a Band D property.

g) Precept Leaflet 
· The leaflet, already agreed provisionally by the Finance & General Purposes committee, had been circulated prior to the meeting.

· After due discussion, the leaflet was APPROVED; Cllr Kemmer to liaise with Cllr Heeley regarding a suitable piece in the February newsletter.

The Clerk left the meeting at this point.

a)
Cllr Mrs Abbey moved the adoption of the report dated 15.12.08; seconded by Cllr Mrs Chmara. The report was ADOPTED and the recommendations contained therein APPROVED. 

b) Cllr Mrs Abbey moved the adoption of the report dated 12.1.09; seconded by Cllr Mrs Oakley. The report was ADOPTED and the recommendations contained therein APPROVED.
Cllr Mrs Abbey mentioned that this was a very short meeting, only a few plans were submitted by the Borough Council to be discussed.

· Members APPROVED the Guide being put on the web site.

· Cllr Mrs Oakley offered to help with contacting organisations.

· Cllr Barton enquired whether the web site would be regularly updated re changes in organisations.

Village Plan

· A draft action plan had been drawn up.
· Consultation workshops would be set up.
· There are to be meetings on Saturday mornings to discuss different aspects of the plan – the first one would discuss transport.
· On Thursday 26 February, there will be a meeting, advertised in the Keyworth News, inviting members of the public to be informed as to what is happening so far.  The meeting will be at South Wolds school and would be chaired by Trevor Dobson.
· It was suggested that some aspects of the Plan would fall to the Parish Council, some to the Borough Council and some to the County Council.
· Cllr Barton felt that an independent body should be set up, which could then have discussions with the relevant Council.
The meeting was suspended so that County Cllr Cottee and Borough Cllr Boote could comment

· Borough Cllr Boote agreed that it was a good idea to keep the Village Plan with an independent organisation.
· County Cllr Cottee also agreed with the idea.
The meeting was reconvened.

Questions:

a) 
For Advisory Committees

· A letter drafted by Cllr Kemmer, to the landlords regarding the state of the twelve garages behind the Keyworth Parade shops was APPROVED.
· Cllr Edwards said that surely this was a health and safety hazard.

· Borough Cllr Boote mentioned that he had made complaints regarding this, and was told that, as they were boarded up, they were not dangerous.

· Cllr Erwin spoke of the hog roast and dance that was to take place next Saturday evening.

· He asked around the Councillors present at the meeting and it was estimated that so far, in excess of eighty tickets had been sold.

· He asked for volunteers to help during the afternoon of the dance.

b) For Representatives on Outside Bodies

· Community Concern – Requests for help on a Tuesday lunch time and early afternoon: Doreen Gee would be pleased for any help with the day centre, serving lunches, washing up etc.
c) For Borough/County Councillors

· Cllr Kemmer thanked Borough Cllr Boote for the report which had been circulated.
· Cllr Erwin enquired whether anything was being done regarding the parking in the village.
· Cllr Boote said that this question was frequently coming up.  He had figures which he would pass on to Cllr Erwin.
· Cllr Boote informed members that there was a lady traffic warden on duty three times a week giving tickets to people who park on yellow lines.  There was a five minutes leeway.
· Cllr Edwards mentioned that parking on Bunny Lane was still problematic.
· Borough Cllr. Boote spoke of the appeal that had been made for Sainsburys to accept deliveries on a Sunday – this was approved subject to deliveries only taking place between 10.00am – 12.00noon for one year, together with other stipulations as listed.
· Borough Cllr Boote also spoke of the planning applications that were flooding in for recommended housing developments.  There was a public enquiry into the proposed Sharphill development.  There were no plans for large developments in Keyworth.
