Planning Applications

(Plans were dealt with in a different order from the Agenda)

The meeting was suspended so that Borough Cllr Sam Boote could speak on behalf of residents.

Cllr Boote stated that there were two major issues affecting the following plan at Green Close:
· (1) The two- storey side extension and room above would be right up to the boundary of the neighbouring house, White Oakes and it was felt that it would be overbearing, over intensive and overshadowing. Green Close houses are built with ample space and this will produce almost a terracing affect and will change the whole appearance of the street scene.

· (2) The proposed first floor balcony would look directly over neighbouring White Oakes.

· Parking was not clear – how much parking there will be, as there was only one single garage.  A length of 3.5mtre long drive would accommodate only one small car.

· Green Close is a narrow road.  Parking on pavement could jeopardise essential services from getting through.

· The eaves of the proposed extension would probably hang over Mrs Smith’s property.

· The Planning application regarding the tree was incorrect.

· The residents present confirmed that Borough Cllr Boote had covered all their concerns.

Observations: It was felt that the proposed extension would be overbearing, with some overlooking of neighbouring properties,

affecting detrimentally the amenity of neighbouring properties especially from the roof terrace.  This would particularly affect ‘White Oaks’.

There would be a reduction in off-road parking; any cars parked on this narrow road would affect the access for emergency vehicles.

Proposed garage and room above would be built right up to the boundary of 

‘White Oaks’, this would be overbearing, overshadowing and cause a terracing 

affect.

The tree removal details are incorrect – stating no trees to be removed – two 

would have to be removed.

· Borough Cllr Boote explained that since the parking enforcement came in, they are going to tighten up – only five minutes grace parking on yellow lines.
