Matters arising

Minute 09/1849(3) –: Conservation Areas at Risk, English Heritage.  Cllr Mrs Abbey explained that she had been into the web site and enquired whether the Planning Committee would like her to register on their behalf. It was AGREED that she should register.

Minute 09/1852 – Cllrs Kemp and Barton reported on the inaugural meeting of the Village Design Statement group, set up to produce a Village Design Statement for Keyworth, which they had attended on the 14 April. Cllr Kemp was elected to chair it.

A VDS is a practical tool to help influence decisions on design and development. Prepared correctly, a Village Design Statement will provide a clear statement on the character of Keyworth against which planning applications may be assessed.  It is not about whether development should take place (this is one of the purposes of the Borough’s Local Plan), but about how development should be undertaken so as to respect the local identity.  Our VDS will be based on the results of the Village Plan survey to ensure it accurately reflects the opinions of the whole village.

The East Midlands Regional Plan which provides direction and guidance on how the region will develop over the next 25 years published in March 2009.  Rushcliffe will now produce a Local Development Framework using the Regional Plan as an input.  Our Keyworth VDS will be assessed against the Rushcliffe Local Development Framework.

Cllr Barton reported that there were two members of the History Society involved in the Statement, as well as himself.  At the meeting, Cllr Laurence’s speech was instructive and informative and he felt that his knowledge would be of great use in the future.
