Presentation on the Role of the Core Strategy

Richard Mapletoft, Development Framework Manager, Planning Policy Team, Rushcliffe Borough Council spoke to the committee:

· Rushcliffe Borough Council has been working in conjunction with other local authorities throughout greater Nottingham to prepare a report on issues and options as part of its core strategy.  The consultation began in June 2009 and will end in July 2009.  This forms the first public stage.

· The consultation aims to ascertain the public’s views on issues such as housing, education, health care, nature issues, crime, safety, general infrastructure etc.

· In the preparation of its strategy, Rushcliffe Borough Council has to be aware of government policy which stipulates that 15,000 new homes will have to be built between 2006 and 2026, along with the provision of new jobs and work places.  10,000 of the homes will be built on the edges of West Bridgford and Clifton.  The remainder will be built elsewhere in the Borough, possibly within the larger settlements such as Keyworth, Cotgrave, East Leake and Bingham.  However, the report will make no firm decisions on exactly where the developments will take place until consultations with local Parish Councils and similar bodies along with the public view have been carried out. The Borough Council hopes to ascertain whether it has incorporated the relevant options in its strategy, which will be submitted to the government in 2011.

· No detailed decision has been taken on where the housing developments will take place.  If the development of key sites such as Clifton Pastures is refused, land will have to be found elsewhere in the Borough.  The development of the Eco-town will count as part of the 15,000 figure.

· A member of the Core Strategy team will be present at Keyworth Show on 11 July  (as part of the Village Plan/Design Statement stand).

· Cllr Barton highlighted the fact that the improvements to the A46 and A453 roads would improve transport links, enabling small communities to develop

· Cllr Kemp pointed out that if the Parish Council is to influence the proceedings, then views should be sought relatively soon.

· Richard Mapletoft undertook to supply the Parish Council with paper copies of the form to submit comments.

In her absence, Cllr Abbey had asked Cllr Mrs Chmara to emphasise the importance of being involved in the Core Strategy, and asked the following to be presented to the committee:

“In view of the large size of the document and remaining timescale for the consultation (ie 15 June to 31 July) possibly clashing with members’ holiday time, I think that it would be best for each member of the Planning committee to record their own comments on the strategy, preferably online if possible.  The issues in the document certainly require comment from us and I would like to draw your attention, in particular, to the section about Rushcliffe”
