Planning Applications

a) Russets, 14 Wysall Lane, Keyworth.

09/01667/FUL. 

House with detached double garage and new access to highway.

After lengthy discussions by the committee, Cllr Abbey suspended Standing Orders to allow the public to voice their concerns.  

RESOLVED: Object.
OBSERVATIONS:
1. Concern over the removal of 7 mature trees which provides screening to the cemetery.   This could affect the water run off on already wet ground.

2. Bedroom window on West Elevation overlooks cemetery, although accepted that window not specifically for that purpose.

3. New access very close to egress of cemetery.  Access just out of 30mph speed limit and too close to ‘blind bend’.  Increased traffic and traffic safety issues.

4. 3 storey building is an overbearing construction to surrounding properties affecting their privacy.

5. Concern over foundations interfering with roots of mature trees in cemetery.

Conservation Area
Cllr Abbey informed the committee that the funding decision for Building Better Communities is still awaited.

Cllr Barton wondered if there had been any comment from the County Council regarding the yellow lines work done in Keyworth and particularly within the Conservation Area.  Cllr Mrs Boote said she would email Notts County Council Highways and Rushcliffe Conservation Dept. tomorrow and copy in members of the Planning Committee in any future correspondence.

10/1919
Village Design Statement
Cllr Chmara said that the Action Plan for Affordable Housing within the Rushcliffe Development Framework would be a slow process.  Rushcliffe Borough Council should be contacted with the objective of informing them that there was no wish for any 3 storey buildings to be built; but there is no planning criteria to allow for this.  Keyworth is too big with 3000 homes for a housing survey but what is the alternative?  It was felt that villagers support/ object per se to ‘affordable housing’, considering who qualifies and whether it is to meet the villagers’ needs or those of incomers. 

10/1920
Budget
Cllr Abbey felt that the Conservation Area, Main Street, could be enhanced with more blue / grey plaques; perhaps installing one per year over several years.  The cost for one installation was likely to be in the region of £500.  Cllr Price proposed the motion for applying for that amount in the budget and it was seconded by Cllr Barton.
