Item d) was the first to be discussed for the convenience of the two members of the public who were present, and the committee noted their objections.  Cllr Debbie Boote gave details to committee of the dimensions of the proposed building.

d) Syringa, 13 Debdale Lane, Keyworth

Bungalow and garage

RESOLVED: Object.

OBSERVATIONS:

1. The proposed building would cause overcrowding of the immediate area.
2. The building would overwhelm No. 11a and part of No.13 Debdale Lane.
3. Because of the Ridge Height of 6.4m and proximity to the garden of 11a Debdale Lane there would be loss of amenity because of overshadowing of the front garden and property.
4. The site suffers from regular flooding (several times a year and has flooded to a height of at least 1/3rd of a metre).  The Water Authority has been unable to rectify this situation.  It is felt that the footprint of the building and paved area of the proposed property will only exacerbate the situation and affect the land and property at 11a Debdale Lane.
5. The proposed building is described as a bungalow but the 1st floor windows can overlook its neighbours.

 Chairman Cllr Abbey informed the committee that she had obtained a quote from Photocast regarding the heritage plaque and it was cheaper or no more expensive than for the first plaque.  She would present this to the F&GP Meeting next week.

The Notts County Council Highways department has admitted their mistake over the wrong Yellow Lines.  Martin Seddon, Borough Conservation Officer has said he will keep a close eye on any future outcome of this.

Village Design Statement
Cllr Barton informed committee he had had a meeting with David Watson and Mark McClaren of Notts CC - on site - regarding the Bus Stop on the Church Wall side of the square.  This bus stop causes dangerous traffic congestion due to the buses ‘lay over’ on that site.  They have asked Premier not to ‘lay over’ at this stop.  Also someone from Highways will sit and observe the congestion in the square for 1 working day.

Regarding the 30mph signs on Bunny Lane, Notts CC are looking for tenders.

Cllr Debbie Boote informed committee of the Local Development Framework’s need for Rushcliffe Borough Council to find sites for 1’973 new homes.  No sites had been identified but the final draft had to be presented to Government in January 2011.
