Items d)  and f) were the first items to be discussed for the convenience of the three members of the public who were present, and the Committee noted their comments and also the contents of the correspondence relating to these items.


d) 11 Debdale Lane, Keyworth, Nottingham

09/02008/FUL

One pair of semi-detached houses with parking.


RESOLVED: OBJECT
· The proposed properties are deep ‘front to back’ and would cause shadowing at property 11a, partly due to the proximity of the boundary.

· Regular flooding of the area would only be exacerbated by more hard surfacing.

· A tree outside the property has a Preservation Order so that raises the question of where the parking would be.  Also parking for visitors would be an issue in an already busy and narrow road area.

· The proposed properties would seem to be far too close to the boundary.  The residents of 11a have been informed by the Land Registry that part of the side pathway is actually on 11a’s land.  The hedge does not form the actual boundary.

Red Telephone Boxes
The decision as to whether to purchase the Red Telephone Box was discussed .  All proposals were considered.

Cllr Price said her only concern would be possible vandalism but Committee thought that the benefit outweighed the risk.

Cllr Grant wondered why if when purchased the Telephone Box could not be moved.  Cllr Abbey pointed out that the sale was on the premise that the Telephone Box would be a feature within that area.

A letter from Cllr Roos expressed a wish that the Keyworth Village in Bloom Community would be interested in the filling and maintenance of the Telephone Box.  Committee felt that this was a good idea and should be adopted.  Cllr Abbey said she would contact Cllr Roos and confirm that Village in Bloom would be willing to maintain and fill the box out of their own funds.  If this is the case, all of Committee were in favour of its purchase.

Cllr Abbey thought that it would be a good idea if Neil Grocock, Clerk to the Parish Council, formally thanked, by letter,  all those who had sent in suggestions for the Telephone Box.  Also that an official notice in the Keyworth News would be appropriate.

Conservation Area
Cllr Abbey commented that there was nothing new to report but matters were progressing.

Cllr Abbey informed the meeting that Building Better Communities had recently donated two new benches.   In a very sudden turn of events it had come to light today that unfortunately, the memorial bench near the heritage plaque had been removed to the Meadow and one the new benches put in its place.  It was felt that the memorial bench should have been left in situ but by removing the memorial plaque and installing it on the new bench would rectify the situation.  Committee agree this was the best way forward.
