Conservation Area
Cllr Abbey informed the meeting that the 2nd Plaque was finished but the framing was  a rather time consuming task but hopefully it would all be complete and paid for before the end of the financial year.

The Conservation Area Advisory Committee would need to OK the proposed extension of the Conservation Area.  The extension was an area North on Nottingham Road and East on Selby Lane.  (They had selected certain pre 20th century buildings such as Attenborough’s Yard, The Old Rectory and the Old Post House.)

It was wished that the overhead wires could be removed and that Brook View Court might be ‘greened up’ to improve the view.  An EON sub station was not kept well and it was thought that Cllr Sam Boote may know who is responsible for its upkeep.

Cllr D Boote had spoken to a Susan Dempsey in Conservation about the Yellow Lines situation.  They could either be burned off or re-surfaced but it was not thought that funds would be available for either of these solutions.

Regarding the Parochial Hall, the South Wolds Playgroup would be remaining there as they did not get funding from NCC.  

The Committee discussed the possibility of getting certain buildings listed but English Heritage have said that it is not just the age but the rarity of a building which is an important criterion in getting listed status.

Village Design Statement
Regarding the LDF requiring Rushcliffe Borough Council to identify sites for the new housing, Cllr D Boote informed the meeting that the sites of Gamston and Clifton Pastures were under discussion, also Tollerton Airport and an area north of the A52.

Everyone felt that the protection of the Green Belt was paramount.  Cllr Kemp suggested that the Keyworth News could run an article asking residents for their views.  It was felt this would be a useful thing to do.

There being no further business, the Chairman closed the meeting at 9.05pm.
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
