Cllr Abbey informed the Committee that Cllr Barton had met with someone from Notts County Council to visit the site where the new heritage plaque would be situated at the end of Main Street.  We now await the go ahead from the Council.

Cllr Abbey then suspended Standing Orders for Mr Fowler to speak.  He asked if there would be a ceremony for the ‘unveiling’ of the new plaque.  Cllr Abbey said there would be when we got the go ahead from Notts County Council.  Mr Fowler said he would like to involve the Rotary Club.

The meeting then went back into Committee.

Cllr Chmara asked if any Committee members were aware of the planned memorial to Collette Arum in the form of a sundial on or near to Village Hair on Main Street.  Cllr Debbie Boote had heard and said she would contact either Wendy Hall or Alison Wood to see if they might require any assistance in the event that Planning Permission might be required.

Village Design Statement
Cllr Kemp said the Committee were collecting pictures for the Keyworth Show which would be part of the draft Village Design Statement.

Before the end of the meeting Cllr Debbie Boote informed the Committee regarding the development of Sharpe Hill.  There had been a lot of meetings between the developers and Councillors.  The final planning permission would include 1,200 new homes, a primary school and possibly a college (South Notts), a green corridor of allotments and a playground, an industrial park and shopping precinct.  There would be housing on the Melton Road side of the area.  This would mean a lot of extensive road works to create underpasses for pedestrians and vehicles.  

Cllr Chmara asked the Committee if anyone had any knowledge of the market stall which had been set up once a week outside the Keyworth Tavern public house.  Cllr Abbey suspended Standing Orders as Cllr Sam Boote said the Council were aware of the situation and Environmental Health and Planning were going to investigate.

There being no further business The Chairman closed the meeting at 8.30pm.
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
