Draft Library Service Contribution Policy Consultation
Cllr Abbey asked the Committee if they had any comments on the consultation document.  It was agreed that they felt that any Developers should contribute proportionally in any areas they may develop.

The Committee agreed that they thought the proposal was a sound one and the County Council had a clear vision . The addition of areas within some libraries for tea and coffee facilities would enhance the library’s attraction.

Bridleway between Wysall and Keyworth
Cllr Abbey informed the Committee of the conversation Cllr Price had had with Jenny White, Definitive Map Officer at Notts County Council.  Ms White was puzzled as to why Keyworth Parish Council had not received her letter in March.  It has been assumed the correspondence must have ‘gone astray’.

Cllr Kemp informed the Committee that the decision has been deferred.  He also pointed out that he had seen a Ordinance Survey Map of 1921 which clearly shows a footpath.  Cllr Abbey had also been informed by some Keyworth residents of their memories of themselves and other horse riders using the bridleway many years ago.

It was AGREED that a letter should be sent by Neil Grocock to Jenny White, with a copy to the Clerk of Wysall Parish Council, asking her to let us know when the next meeting will be and that we wish to send a representative to support the continuation of the bridleway.

Village Design Statement
Cllr Kemp said there had been a photographic display at this years Keyworth Show and it seemed clear that the residents of Keyworth are in agreement with the Village Design Statement.  Cllr Kemp believes there has been enough consulting now to now produce a document.

Standing Orders were suspended in order for Cllr Sam Boote to address the meeting.  Cllr S Boote informed the Committee that he had spoken to the portfolio manager in the Co-op's property department. The Co-op own the freehold of the building and are willing to sell or rent it. The building has been under offer for some time and several provisional offers have been made but have all fallen through, the most recent one (a few days ago by someone interested in opening a restaurant) being due to problems with bank funding. The Co-op are aware of the possibility of a Tesco store opening nearby, but this has not yet scared anyone away. Cllr Boote said he would enquire again in a month's time.

Regarding Tesco, he informed the meeting that he had again spoken to Emilie Carr in the planning department at Rushcliffe Borough Council, and she says there is still no news, no planning application and no recent contact from Tesco.

Ms Carr also said that a lot of people have written to Rushcliffe to object to Tesco (and some have written in favour). There is, at the moment, nothing to object to (or to support). The council is allowed to accept peoples comments only after a planning application has been received and comments have been invited. Anything written thus far will be disregarded, even though a polite acknowledgement from the council might have been received they will have to send it again after the formal consultation has been started.
The meeting then went back into Committee.

There being no further business The Chairman closed the meeting at  8.45pm.
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
