Apologies

· Apologies were received from Cllr Tim Heeley and Maggie Roberts [Council Secretary].

Minutes

· The minutes of the meeting on 1.3.10 were APPROVED and signed by Cllr Grice as a true record.

Matters Arising
· There were no matters arising.
11/0029
Finance

· TD reported that the Village Plan Development group’s coffers were more or less empty, but added that there were no pressing financial requirements at this stage.
· TG commented that the Council looked likely to incur very substantial costs in respect of drainage for the Village Hall car park, and that money could accordingly be tight.

Progress Review
· Copies of the updated action plan had been circulated to all Parish Councillors prior to the meeting; NG commented that a copy had also been posted on the Parish Council website.
· TK reported that copies had been handed out at the Keyworth Show; he added that progress was largely dependent on the availability of people.

Transport

· ME commented that the Transport forum’s proposals in respect of parking did not seem to broach the subject of enforcement.

· TD responded that this was implicit in the proposals: he was liaising with the police and the Borough Council; he understood that, in the Church Drive area, some twenty first or second warnings had been handed out in February/March; how to deal with third-time offenders was a matter for the local beat officer, PC Emma Thacker.

· TD added that he felt it was for the Parish Council, not the Village Plan Development group, to make formal representations regarding any perceived lack of enforcement.
· TG commented that there was a distinction between simply parking on yellow lines, which was a matter for the Borough Council, and unlawful obstruction, in respect of which the police could take action; he added that it was not up to him to tell PC Thacker how to do her job, but that he would like to see more positive action in respect of unlawful obstruction.

· AGREED that the matter should be raised at the next Police Local Area Group meeting.
Young People
· TK reported that the recent postcard world record attempt, organised by Brian Lund, had raised around £4.5k towards the potential cost of a new teen park, and that the governors of South Wolds school had indicated that there might be a suitable plot of land which could be made available; obviously, substantial additional funds would be needed to make the teen park a reality.
· TD added that Brian Lund was organising a fund-raising evening at the Indian Nights restaurant, on 24.9.10, to which Parish Council members would be invited.

Environment

· TK reported that the owner of the land was understood to have agreed in principle to the sale of the Twin Lakes site, and added that, in his opinion, this would be a brilliant asset for the village.
· TG expressed concerns regarding health and safety and risk management, and commented that a community group acquiring and maintaining the lakes would be taking on a big responsibility.

· TD responded that the Environment forum was under no illusions in this respect, and added that a full project plan, including risk assessment, would be drawn up before any representations were made.
· TK commented that, at the Keyworth Show, some 150 people had expressed an interest in the project, many indicating that they would be willing to get involved.

Housing & Planning

· TD drew attention to the efforts of Cllr Chris Kemp in respect of the Village Design Statement at the Keyworth Show.

· TK commented that he hoped the Parish Council’s Planning committee was keeping a close eye on developments at the Borough Council, and that, in his view, getting more young people into the village was the number one strategic imperative.

Leisure

· TK commented that progress in respect of the relaxation of the playing field covenant [to allow some Sunday sport] seemed to be slow, and that it would surely be nice to see at least one Sunday cricket match before the end of the season.
· NG confirmed that legal formalities were underway, but that the Diocesan Board of Finance and its solicitors seemed to be dictating the pace at which they would be completed; in the meantime, he had suggested to John Dring [KPFA] that an informal short-term arrangement with the Parochial Church Council might be a possibility, but John seemingly preferred to let matters take their course, and the KPFA appeared to have accepted that formalities would not be completed prior to the end of the cricket season.
· TCA commented that the Nottingham Road play area was unsatisfactory in many ways: the state of the surface, the type of equipment, and the fact that it was not suitable for younger children.

· TG pointed out that, whilst the play area was maintained by the Parish Council, the Borough Council had called the shots in terms of equipment and surfacing when it funded the project.

· It was suggested that TCA should liaise with Cllr Keith Barton, chairman of the Council’s Amenities advisory committee, who would no doubt be happy for him to attend one of the committee’s meetings to discuss the matter further.

Business
· TK reported that arrangements were in hand for a one-off farmers’ market, between 10am and 2pm in the car park at the Keyworth Tavern on 16.10.10; responsibility for this had now been taken on by Transition Keyworth.
Action Plan Update

· NG queried the reference to a transport tracking system on the Parish Council website; he was not aware that there was one.
· TD responded that he had been told by Cllr Tim Heeley that such a system would be in place by the end of April.

· NG undertook to take the matter up with Cllr Heeley.

· NG also queried the reference to the Sure Start Children’s Centre and, in particular, “responsibility with Keyworth Parish Council”.

· TK conceded that this might be a mistake.

· DB commented that she could provide updates if the Council so wished.

Transport Forum Proposals

· Proposals from the forum had been circulated prior to the Full Council meeting on 28.6.10.

· After due discussion, it was AGREED that:

· There was no need to pursue the idea of a single-document bus timetable.

· The Council should write to relevant shops in the Square , requesting that deliveries be made at the rear of the premises whenever possible.

· Parking proposals should be considered by Full Council at the meeting on 20.9.10; TD commented that he needed confirmation that the Parish Council supported these proposals if he was to continue talks with the County Council.
· As regards the parking proposals, TG queried why there were no recommendations in respect of Selby Lane.
· TD responded that there was no support from the Village Plan survey for such proposals.

· TK and TD commented that, apart from the issues already discussed, they were unable to identify any other priorities at this stage.
· TK added that the Village Plan Development group was simply doing what it could when it could, and that progress depended to a large extent on the number of people available.

· NG pointed out that, if there were any proposals which might have financial implications for the Parish Council in 2010/11, these needed to be flagged up by 30.9.10 at the latest.

Tesco Proposal

· In response to a query from TK, TG pointed out that, if and when a planning application was received, the Parish Council would be conducting a survey and calling a public meeting.
· TD queried the need for a survey, bearing in mind the evidence provided by the Village Plan survey.
· ME commented that one supermarket had closed since the Village Plan survey was carried out.

· TCA responded that the wording of the Village Plan survey had been “a new large supermarket”, not “another supermarket”.

· TG reiterated that the Parish Council would be carrying out its own survey, but confirmed that the results of the Village Plan survey would also be taken into account.

· NG queried who was behind the ‘No to Tesco’ campaign.

· TK responded that it was an informal group of residents, not the Village Plan Development group.
· NG queried whether there was any news regarding the petition referred to in the recent Evening Post article: whether it had been delivered; how many signatures there were.

· TK responded that, as far as he was aware, the petition had not been delivered; he did not know how many signatures had been obtained.

· DB commented that a petition only counted as one vote against; she also explained aspects of the pre-planning consultation process in response to questions from TD.
