
KEYWORTH PARISH COUNCIL

Wysall Lane Burial Ground – Rules & Regulations
1. The Burial Ground is administered by the Clerk to the Council under the general direction of the Parish Council and its Burial Ground Advisory Committee. All matters concerning burials, graves or memorials should be addressed to the Clerk.  All payments should be made to the account of Keyworth Parish Council and delivered to the Clerk.  A Table of Fees is available from the Council Office at The Village Hall, Elm Avenue, Keyworth, Nottingham, NG12 5AN.

2. A register of burials and deposits of cremated remains is kept and may be inspected free of charge and copies of entries obtained, for a fee, by arrangement with the Clerk.

3. The Burial Ground is open to the public every day.  No person in the Burial Ground shall do anything which does, or is likely to, interfere with the proper conduct of any interment or ceremony.

4. All ballgames, skateboards, roller blades and bicycles are prohibited within the Burial Ground.  Access is for pedestrians only.  Vehicular access shall be allowed for hearses and for disabled carriages only.

5. No smoking or consumption of alcohol shall be permitted within the Burial Ground at any time.
6. No animal shall be brought into, or allowed to come into, the Burial Ground, except for working guide dogs or by express permission of the Clerk.

7. No-one other than the Parish Council may plant any tree, shrub or flowers within the Burial Ground. The Parish Council reserves the right to remove and destroy any unauthorised trees, shrubs or flowers.

8. All litter must be placed in the bins provided or removed from the Burial Ground.

9. The purchaser of an exclusive right of burial in any grave space shall have the right to deposit as many as two inhumations within that space as and in addition may deposit cremated remains provided that for each such deposition the appropriate notice is given, due payment made, and that no previously deposited remains are disturbed.
10. The exclusive right of burial in any grave space shall be for a period of 50 or 99 years according to the fee paid. 

11. The right to erect and maintain a memorial on a grave space shall coincide with the period of right of burial. 
12. The exclusive right of use in a space to display a memorial other than on a grave, for example a plaque for commemoration after cremation, shall be for a period of 50 or 99 years according to the fee paid.

13. If any activity is requested in respect of a grave or memorial space in which an exclusive right has been granted, the Clerk will require evidence that the person making the application has the proper authority.

14. No memorial may be placed on any grave space unless an exclusive right of burial has been granted to the person making the application.

15. The owner of any memorial must keep it in repair so that it is safe and in a neat and tidy condition and the owners of any exclusive right of burial must ensure that the grave space is kept in a neat and tidy condition.
16. Ornaments placed on any grave shall be subject to the following restrictions:

· No toys, plastic ornaments, wind chimes, lights, balloons or any other ornament not specifically approved by the Parish Council shall be allowed.

· Any shrub or flowers placed on a grave or memorial plaque must be in a pot and may not exceed 30 centimetres in height or width.

· Only one of each of the following will be permitted on each grave or memorial plaque:

Fresh flowers.

Small stone ornament.

Small pot plant not exceeding 30 centimetres in height or 

Width.

Artificial flowers, provided they are in good condition and do not exceed 30 centimetres in height or width..

17. Items conforming to the above restrictions must fit the plinth of the gravestone (if there is one) or be placed at the head of the grave or, in the case of  cremation, within the area of the memorial plaque. 

18. No fencing, kerbing, gravel or additional stonework will be permitted around any grave or memorial. 

19. If any owners fail to fulfil the obligations imposed by this regulation, the Parish Council will take any reasonable steps to make good any deficiency including, if necessary, the removal of any memorial or other object.

20. All gravestones, monuments, memorials and inscriptions are subject to the approval of the Clerk.  A copy of any proposed inscription and a drawing showing the material, shape and dimensions of any memorial must be deposited with the Clerk at least 30 days before work on the memorial is commenced or the inscription is to be cut or the memorial placed.

21. No deposition of a body
 or of cremated remains
 may commence before ten o’clock in the morning or after 30 minutes before sunset nor at any time on a Sunday.

22. No-one other than a person acting with accredited authority – such as an employee of the Council, a contractor, funeral director or memorial masonry firm – shall dig or carry out memorial masonry work in the Burial Ground.  Any accredited person working in the Burial Ground must take all reasonable steps to ensure that no injury or damage is caused to any person or property, and to leave the area in a safe, neat and tidy condition.

23. Notice of any intended work within the Burial Ground must be given to the Clerk on the appropriate form (available from the Council Office) at least three days in advance, to enable the necessary permission to be given and permits issued.

24. Any fees due shall be paid at the time the notice is delivered to the Clerk.

25. This Burial Ground is one to which the Local Authorities Cemeteries Order 1977 applies and accordingly the provisions of Schedule 2 to that Order, a copy of which may be inspected by arrangement with the Clerk.

26. Where any provision is made by the Regulations, whether in respect of any time limit or in some other way, it may be varied in a particular case by the Committee (provided the Committee is satisfied that the variation will not be detrimental to the interests of any other person).  Application for a variation should be made to the Clerk accompanied by reasons in support of the request.  The Committee shall not be obliged to grant any variation. 

The Parish Council reserves the right to amend these regulations from time to time at its discretion.
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� Deposition of a body means burial in a grave or placement in a vault or walled grave or in a mausoleum or catacomb.


� Deposition of cremated remains (ashes) means by scattering – distribution on the surface of the ground; by strewing – distribution beneath a layer of turf; by burial –placing in a hole in the ground or a vault or walled grave below ground; by placement – placing in a columbarium niche or mausoleum or catacomb above ground.
